Points to remember:

Adjectives: Use a wide variety of factual adjectives (huge, enormous, spacious, etc) and opinion
adjectives (fabulous, stunning, charming, marvelous, welcoming, etc). Try to avoid any common
ones such as big good, nice, etc. This will make your composition a fascinating reading.

Senses: Use your senses (sight, hearing, smell, taste, touch) when you describe a place to make
the description more vivid (e.g. the sweet smell of cakes in the baker’s; there is a smell of salt
and hot spices in the air).

The Best Job in the World

Have you ever heard of the Great Barrier Reef? It is the world's largest coral reef system along th
eeastern coast of Australia. In February 2009 an extraordinary position was advertised by the
Australian Tourism Office. The advertisement ran that the Great Barrier Reef needed a caretaker
for half a year. It was for a special person who would look after the Reef.

The job offered a large salary, free accommaodation in a luxury villa, and transportation there and
around the islands. All expenses would be paid: the winner wouldn't need to spend any extra
money on anything.

The job's duties were pretty simple. You could only dream of such requirements. First, the per-
son had to speak English and swim well. Second, on the island his responsibility included writ-
ing a weekly Internet blog. That's right, weekly, not even daily! The job description also required
the successful applicant to explore the islands of the Great Barrier Reef, swim, make friends with
the locals and generally enjoy the tropical climate and lifestyle. A real dream!

Within the first 2 days of the contest, the tourism office received more than seven thousand
online applications. All told, 34,000 people of all different nationalities applied. Each made and
presented a 60-second video resume. They had to be creative and they were. In the end 16 people
were chosen, who flew to Australia for the final selection. The candidates were interviewed and
the winner was Ben Southall from the UK.

Ben greatly enjoyed the dream job he had got. He realised that people knew very little about the
Earth and its treasures. Living in big cities, they forgot how important the flora and fauna of this
world were. Every time Ben went outdoors, he could discover something new. "Every time |
dived or went underwater, | forgot about all the troubles above water and concentrated on living
in the moment. It was a good way to clean the mind and build respect for the natural world,” Ben
said.

Ben's life on the island was not just fun. It was very busy, busier than most people imagined, and
certainly busier than Ben himself had imagined. He worked seven days a week and up to 19
hours a day. The Best Job included travelling to over 60 islands of the Reef almost every day. It
was not just looking after the Reef, Ben had a lot of meetings, press conferences and interviews.
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He was getting a lot of attention all the time and he couldn't get away from it. That was probably
the hardest part of the job.

Moreover, any adventure has a certain degree of risk. Swimming and diving on the Great Barrier
Reef was not different. Ben had to deal with whales, sharks and other huge sea creatures. Sur-
prisingly, the most dangerous thing was a small jellyfish about the size of a little finger. It's con-
sidered to be extremely poisonous and Ben was stung by it. He had to spend a couple of days in
hospital but luckily recovered after a course of antibiotics.

Ben often says that the project has taught him a few valuable lessons. Working with the Internet
is one of those jobs you can do 24 hours a day. Ben realised it was hard to separate life and work,
but this he had to do. He also said: "I've learned that we get one life on earth so we have to use it.
There'll always be other countries to visit, other people to meet and other adventures to meet.
This is what I wish to do. I'm planning to go to Asia in a few years time".

All over the world, lotteries create new millionaires every week. But what is it actually to wake
up one day with more money that you can imagine?

Nearly all of us have fantasized about winning the big prize in a lottery. We dream about what
we would do with the money, but we rarely stop to think about (1) !

For most of us, our way of life is closely linked to our economic circumstances. The different
parts of our lives fit together like a jigsaw- work, home, friends, hobbies and sports make up our
world.

Winners who lost it all

There are many stories about people who couldn’t learn how to be rich. In 1999 Abby Wilston
from Brixton, London. Won 7 million pounds on Thunderball, and it brought her

marriages. She is now penniless and alone. ‘I am a miserable person,” she says. ‘winning that
money was the most awful thing that ever happened to me.’

Then there is the story of William Church, 37, a cafeteria cook from Blackpool. He won the Na-
tional Lottery but it turned out to be (6) . Three weeks after winning, he dropped
dead of a heart attack, brought on by ceaseless hounding from the press, the public, and relatives,
after his 3,6 million pounds win was made public.

Winners who survived

For some people, the easiest thing is to get rid of the money (7) . Jim Taylor, a sailor
from Scotland, won 2 million pounds, and blew the money in 77 days. He withdrew thousands of
pounds a day form the bank and handed it to former shipmates and strangers in the street. On one
occasion, he handed out 150,000 pounds to homeless people in a Glasgow park. Later he said he
had no regrets about his wasted fortune.

Anita Cotton was the biggest lottery winner at the time when she won 12 million pounds. It has
taken her years to get used to the changes in her life. ‘I couldn’t have done it without my family.’
She says. ‘There were so many lies about me in the press. They said | had dumped my husband
and children, bought an island in the Indian Ocean, and become a drug addict. All wrong.” Her
fortune has been divide (8)

Chiako is active and healthy. She gets up at 7am every day, takes a brisk 30-minute walk and
plays gate-ball with her friends three times a week. There is nothing unusual about this, except
that Chiako is 102 years old. She is not alone - there are hundreds of healthy centenarians (peo-
ple who are a hundred or older) who lead similar lives in Okinawa. Okinawans are known for
their longevity. Individuals live longer on this Japanese island than anywhere in the world. Five
times more Okinawans live to be 100 than in the rest of Japan, and the Japanese are the longest-
lived nationality in the world. There are 34.7 centenarians for every 100,000 inhabitants, being
the highest ratio in the world. The possible explanations to this fact are the diet, low-stress life-
style, caring community, activity, and spirituality of the inhabitants of the island.

Okinawa is a group of islands between Japan and Taiwan. Near the beach, there is a large stone
with the following words on it: 'At 70 you are still a child, at 80 you are just a youth, and at 90, if
the ancestors invite you into heaven, ask them to wait until you are 100, and then you might con-
sider it.’

Okinawans manage to stay slim in old age by eating a low-calorie, low-fat and low-salt diet
which consists of three quarters plant food and one quarter animal food such as fish, tofu, and
seaweed. They eat seven servings of fruit and vegetables every day and stop eating when they
are 80% full.

They also keep active by dancing, walking and gardening. In other words, they do the things they
enjoy.

Okinawans have developed a stress-resistant personality. Nobody is in a hurry, timetables are
non-existent and there is always tomorrow. Hundreds of people, both young and old, go to the
beach every day to watch the spectacular sunsets. In Okinawa there is always time to watch the
sun set.
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As well as large extended families, Okinawans have strong networks of friends. When someone
is ill and doesn't come to work, a neighbour will always knock on their door to find out how they
are.
There's no magic pill. If you have good friends, a healthy diet and a stress-free lifestyle, you will
live longer. It's as simple as that!

As | only work three days a week in France, | decided that a good way to get out of the house —
and earn some extra money — would be to look for a babysitting job. I looked after children a lot
when | was at school, and | remembered it as being quite easy.

I now work all day on a Wednesday for a Ukranian family with three young boys. | am there to
look after them while their mother does errands and takes care of her six month old baby. How-
ever, | am also there to improve their English by teaching them songs and games in my native
language.

Now, four months later, | get home at the end of the day absolutely exhausted! Babysitting is not
a job for the lazy — or the weak. | expected perfect children who would behave well and listen to
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me all the time. Sadly, I don't think those kind of children exist at all. While my two boys are
usually polite and calm, they are typical children and also like to fight, scream and throw tan-
trums for no real reason.

Being a babysitter requires you to take on a hundred different roles throughout the day. I have to
be a friend when | play with the boys, but their teacher when 1 tell them to do something. When
they hurt themselves, | have to be their nurse, and when they fight over silly things like sharing
their crayons, | have to be a negotiator. When lunchtime rolls around, 1 am cook, and then maid
as | clean up after them. Finally, in English, if someone is very tolerant we say they have the
“patience of a saint”. | think 1 embody this expression sometimes!

Despite the exhaustion involved in my job, I usually do enjoy it. Working with children is very
rewarding, but I'm always relieved to leave them with their parents and come home to a quiet
house at the end of the day!

Tonia Motorbikes is the third largest manufacturer of motorized scooters in Japan. The
company sells its product, a 125cc vehicle in Japan, Taiwan, Korea, Vietnam, and other Asian
markets.

In an effort to reduce labor costs and to penetrate the Chinese market, Kenichi Hoskia, CEO
of Tonia, decided to establish a manufacturing operation on the Chinese mainland. Tonia invest-
ed $17 million in a state-of-the-art production facility. The Chinese government had insisted on
Tonia making a major commitment in order to enter China, including the establishment of a fa-
cility equipped with Tonia's most advanced manufacturing technology.

Tonia formed a joint venture with China's Happy Motors, a large, state-owned motorbike
manufacturer. Tonia was required to share its technology secrets with Happy as a condition of
the joint venture agreement. At first Kenichi resisted; however, the Chinese government assured
him that it was in the best interests of both partners to keep the information secret. The Chinese
government guaranteed that no one outside the partnership would be allowed access to any of
Tonia's trade secrets. Since this guarantee came from high levels of the Chinese government,
Kenichi felt more comfortable letting Happy Motors gain insight into the recent advances Tonia
had made in small engine design. The thought of a market with 1.25 billion consumers was also
a factor in his decision to share critical trade information.

After only five months of producing motorbikes in China, a Tonia employee noticed the
Tonia 125 model being sold over the Internet for $1200. Since the machine sold for $2,400 in
Japan and $1,600 in China, the employee questioned how a new bike could be sold so cheaply.
Further investigation led Tonia to Yiwu, China, where the seller was located, It was learned that
Yiwu is the counterfeit capital of China—a place where counterfeiters from all over the country
come to distribute their goods. Upon investigation, Tonia employees learned that the motorbikes
being sold under the Tonia brand name were indeed counterfeit products.

Grandparents and parents are being advised to radically update the careers advice they give to
children on the jobs that will earn the most money in future.Experts warn that it would be wrong
to assume that today’s money-spinning vocations — such as banking, law or stockbroking — will
remain the best paid jobs of the future.In 10 to 20 years’ time the chances are that our jobs — and
the way we work — will be very different, if predictions by lead ing futurologists are any guide.
Job titles that do not exist now, such as a “vertical farmer” or a “body part maker”, could be
mainstream professions, in much the same way that social media consultants have emerged in
the past five years.”All of these [ideas] spring from trends,” said James Bellini, a leading futur-
ologist. “Britain’s population is ageing, and an older population will need different health care,
for example.”

Mr Bellini posited the idea of an elderly well-being consultant, who specialises in personalised
care for older patients, or a memory augmentation surgeon who helps counter memory loss. He
also saw big changes in farming as food resources became scarce, with genetically modified
crops becoming common and crops grown vertically in areas resembling multi-storey car parks
to save space. lan Pearson, a futurologist who wrote You Tomorrow, sees job growth in the field
of augmented reality, where the real world is overlaid with computer-generated images.

“When you look at a building it’s constrained by planning laws, but in cyberspace you can make
it look however you want,” he said. “A company with a high street presence could make their
shop look like Downton Abbey, or set it in a post-nuclear apocalypse environment.” Mr Pearson
also argued that the better technology gets, the more people will have to focus on their “human
skills” to survive in the workforce.

“As computers get more intelligent, the work that will take over will require human skills like
leadership, motivation and compassion,” he said.

Karen Moloney, a futurologist and business psychologist, agreed. “The world will divide into
those who understand technology and those who don’t,” she said. “Those who can program will
create the world we live in, so | would say get yourself into that field. If you can’t, find yourself
something to do that is hyper-human, which computers can’t do, such as entertainment, sport,
caring and personal services industries.”
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Ms Moloney suggested job titles such as a haptic programmer, who uses the science of touch to
develop products and services, and, more controversially, a child programmer. “If we continue to
avail ourselves of what science makes possible, in 30 years’ time you could sit down and in theo-
ry design the child you want,” she said. “It is biologically feasible, if ethically abhorrent. “We
spot weak signals on the horizon that may or may not grow into something. You’ve got to have a
bit of imagination to create a future for yourself.”

Whatever professions may emerge in future, economists, recruitment specialists and futurolo-
gists agree that the way we work will change considerably. James Callander, managing director
of recruiter FreshMinds, said the current trend of moving jobs more frequently would only gather
pace. “If you wind back 20 years, people had a job for life,” he said. “Nowadays, most graduates
leave their first job within three years. People are moving more, and that will accelerate in fu-
ture.”

Even the notion of a job might sound fixed in future, according to Mark Beatson, chief econo-
mist at the Chartered Institute of Personnel & Development. “You’ll still see people working for
one company their whole life, but others will move around more often,” he said. “People will
move between assignments and it will be about how these blend together in a sequence of roles.”
Mr Beatson said people with good levels of education were still likely “to be best placed in the
workplace”.
